¢ Dual Language Academies: GGUSD is
launching its second Spanish Dual Language
Academy at Russell Elementary School to
meet a growing demand to provide students
with a pathway to learn, read and write in
both English and Spanish.

Stroke Can Occur at Any Age

Most people picture an adult when
thinking about stroke. Sadly, this is not
always the case. Strokes remain one of the
top 10 causes of death in children. According
to the National Stroke Association, stroke
occurs in one in 4,000 live births. The risk
of stroke from birth to age 18 is almost 11 in
100,000; though slightly more common in
children under 2.

Risk Factors

Adult risk factors for stroke include high
blood pressure, irregular heartbeat and/or a hardening
of the arteries. Pediatric stroke risks are different, and
include:

e Congenital heart defects e Sickle-cell disease

e Abnormal blood clotting e Head or neck trauma

e Maternal history of infertility

e Maternal infection in the fluid surrounding an unborn baby

e Pregnancy-related high blood pressure in the mother

Signs & Symptoms
Recognition of stroke is often delayed or missed in
children. The most common signs and symptoms of stroke
in newborns and infants are:
e Seizures, including repetitive twitching of the face,
arm or leg
e Apnea (pauses in breathing) associated with staring
e Extreme sleepiness
e A tendency to use only one side of their body

With children and teens, look for:

e Weakness or numbness of the face, arm or leg,
usually on one side of the body

e Severe dizziness or loss of coordination

e Severe sudden headache, especially with vomiting
and sleepiness

e Difficulty speaking or understanding others

e Vision loss or double vision

e New onset of seizures, usually on one side of the body

For more information about pediatric stroke, talk with
your pediatrician.
